It is a very physically demanding sport. 

There are a few people who play in wheelchairs in the contact sport side of it.  

From my aspect, it's more of what can I do to participate without being treated differently.  

My goal is not be seen as 'some guy in a chair' but for my fighting prowess. 

 

It may be easier to recognize me because of the chair, but the reputation I earned on my own. 

In the Arrison photo, I'm at a yearly event called "Gulf War". This was in March of 2006. 

Every year a series of battles occur between several kingdoms.  

Texas and Oklahoma are referred to as the Kingdom of Ansteorra.  

When you take to the field with several hundred to several thousands fighters, it's a real thrill. 

In BM-99 photo, this was many years ago close to Beaumont. There is a inner kingdom event called 'Bordermarch'. A scenario was set with walls to 
simulate a small bridge. Unfortunately I was the Last survivor on my side. The opposition allowed me to fight in single combat vs running over me.  

I had just taken my opponents leg so he was fighting from a kneeling position. This is just before I struck him in the visor, taking him out. 
Unfortunately I lost the next fight.  

The Determination photo also took place at Gulf War XIV in 2006. It was just before we began to assault A fortified position. I just happen to be in 
the front chatting when someone took the photo.  

The chair is actually an old Quickie rigid frame I've had since around '86 or so. The armor I made with Exception of the helm, it only cost $200 or 
so. As for inspiration? I'm not there for that, I'm there so I can kill my friends (game only!!) then have a beer with them later. 
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As RISE Adventures continues to grow we continue to need quality volunteers. We are adding new volunteers daily but with all of the programs and 
activities we can always use more.
